The Harris Town Board met on Thursday, May 15, 2008 at 7:345p.m., at the end of Norway Road the following members present: Supervisors Gary Rosato, Dennis Kortekaas and Larry Key, and Clerk Michele Smith.  Absent: Treasurer, Peggy Bishop.
Road residents there: Jason Anderson, Ed Probst, Erle and Jan Erickson, and Dallas VandenEinde
Also in attendance: SEH Engineer, Julie Kennedy

The purpose of tonight's meeting was to continue discussions the proposed turn around on Norway Road, and actually see the two proposed site locations.
Julie provided a drawing of 2 options for the turnaround site.  The sites had been surveyed and marked with lath.
Resident Jason Anderson voiced that he was not crazy about the option A turnaround site, as proposed by Julie, as it would use his driveway.  His wife does daycare, and they had some concerns.
Janet Erickson felt strongly that the township would be wasting money with a turn around when they could turn around for free in her son Carl Erickson’s driveway, located at the end of the cartway.

The development of the cartway was discussed, and noted that expenses would include the cost for the ROWs needed, the cost to bring the substandard road up to township standards, and the additional cost to maintain a longer road (gravel and plowing), 

To satisfy the residents, and to help determine what the most cost effective option is, the Board asked Julie to cost out all options – including turn around options A, and B, an option to extending the road to the end of the cartway, and the cost to continue to have Norway plowed privately.
Julie agreed to bring these cost options to the P&D Meeting on May 28th, 2008
The work session concluded at 8:45pm.
