WORK SESSION
HARRIS TOWN BOARD
Tuesday, June 17, 2008, 7:30 P.M.

The Harris Town Board met on Tuesday, June 17, 2008 at 7:30 p.m., at the Harris Town
Hall, with the following members present: Supervisors Gary Rosato, Dennis Kortekaas, Treasurer
Peg Bishop and Clerk Michele Smith. Absent: Larry Key.

Also present were residents / committee members Maureen Rosato and Mike Hendricks.
Absent: Sylvia Eckstrom and John Jokela.

The pur!)ose of tonight's meeting was to continue discussions regarding the
upcoming 100" birthday of Harris Township and how to celebrate it.

Minutes from the last 5/7/08 centennial meeting were reviewed.

Gary and Maureen announced that they will be unable to attend the centennial celebration on July
5™ 2009 due to an out of town wedding they will be attending.

HISTORY BOOK:

Peggy and Larry met with Curt Gordon last night, a local historian, to look at pictures for use
in the Harris Township history book. He had some good shots of the Pokegama Lake Bridge
from 1920 to 2007 and a picture of ferry from 1913. Peggy brought the pictures to show the
group, but planned to get copies made for township use.

Dennis brought census information, from 1900 to 1970, of Harris Township that he’d gotten
from the Historical Society. He also brought some copies of other articles and stores he’d gotten
there.

Michele brought a couple 1950 sawmill pictures she’d received in the mail from Mike LaPlant.

The group discussed that they will probably compile the history book using pieces of
information from books already published. There are several that have good information about
Harris Township in them.

TOWNSHIP PICNIC:
Mike checked with Lefty’s rental and brought some quotes

e 2 large tents that you could fit 300 people under (seated) would be $1,350

e 8 foot tables, including set up, were $9.50 each. Mike figured we need 22 tables for
each tent so a total cost for tables was $418.
Chairs would be $396 (but did not include set up)
Side tent panels were available, if the weather looked bad — cost was by the foot.
TOTAL estimate for the tents, tables, and chairs to seat 350 people was $2,200

Not included in that price was the cost for side tents nor the cost of table covers, if the table
tops are in rough shape.

The group agreed the caterers should set up under the pavilion, and that the LaPlants could
hook up their amps to some extra outlets that will be added to the new warming shack that will
be built by then.

The group agreed to have Mike make a tentative reservation for the 2 tents, tables and
chairs (to seat 300 people) for July 5, 2009 at Crystal Park. A down payment is not due
until sometime in 2009.
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[image: image2.png]The potential cost for catering the picnic was discussed. Mike gave a ballpark amount of
$10/plate. Peg agreed that's about what she would guess foo. Total estimate for food: $3,000

For the requested ice-cream part of the picnic, Maureen suggested having the Schwann’s
truck come out, and set up with a¥ selection of ice-cream novelties as chosen by the group.
That way, we’d only be charged for what is used and keeping ice-cream cold would no longer
be a worry. This idea was liked by all.

ITEMS TO SELL:
The group discussed selling some sort of “memorabilia” in honor of the centennial. ltems
discussed were a button, and a coffee mug — notably, a travel mug.
There was no decision made on whether to sell something or not, and what to sell if we did.
Gary agreed to get some cost estimates for mugs and the group will discuss it again at the
next meeting.

RECAP:

Sunday, July 5%, 2009 is still THE day for the centennial celebration at Crystal

Mike will make the reservations for tents/tables/chairs at Lefty’s Rent-a-Tent for 7/5/09
Peggy will check with the LaPlants to see if they'd be willing to play, and do some more
digging at the Historical Society, and make copies of the photos from Curt Gordon.
Michele will check into having a request for pictures and stories in the Pokegama Lake
Association’s newsletter and will continue to request them in the newsletter.

Mike will talk to his neighbor, Mr. Elliot, about some information on the township.

Gary will check on the cost of mugs/travel coffee cups

Peggy will be the keeper of all potential history book articles, stories, and photos
